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1 Preferably Pearls. By that, we mean Perle de Vigne, Perle
de Nuit, and Perle d’Or, three Champagnes, or more correctly,
crémants, made in the Burgundy region of France. Yes, yes,
you’re in Healdsburg, but instead of questioning why a newly
opened tasting room, Boisset Taste of Terroir, is pouring
French wines here, just cozy up at the marble-top communal
table lit by a Marie Antoinette chandelier and order side-by-
side Pearl flights. That’s three chances to toast each other.
