California wildfires are burning, hurricanes are blasting through the south, and the
Midwest is experiencing an early and extreme snowstorm.

For the grape growers of Prosecco, the biggest concern with warming in the
vineyards is that their grapes would accumulate sugar more rapidly, and at the
expense of natural acidity. Think of a tart, zesty, crisp versus soft, fleshy sweet
tomato. The resulting sparkling wines would lose their freshness and delicacy,
their very hallmark.
