They are further subdivided into
Rive, for the steeper and therefore better vineyard areas,
and at the top of the new quality pyramid, a single and very steep vineyard,
or “cru” known as Cartizze. While Cartizze wines are considered the best, if
they are labeled “Dry” they are most often semi-sweet to sweet (they are
allowed up to 32 g/l of sugar), as the tradition is to drink these with dessert.
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
