Casablanca Valley is one of Chile's
cooler growing regions, fewer than 20
miles from the Pacific. Cool morning
fog and chilly nights—with winds com-
ing from the Antarctic—affect the taste
profile of the grapes grown here, sur-
rounded by 6,000 acres of native forest.
Organic farming and minimalist wine-
making meld site and technique in this
Pinot's production.Winemaker Rodrigo
Soto works with consultant Paul Hobbs
to craft Ritual's defined style.

With its expressive spiced plum
brandy and raspberry nose, the wines
overdelivers in value with a light and
ethereal attitude that packs in plenty
of red fruit, cola and coffee bean notes.
Aged in French oak (20% new) for
Il months. Native yeast fermenta-
tion increases its depth and intensity.
